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Since the formation MERC; MSEB/MSEDCL is bound by MERC rules &
regulations further; as per MERC (Electricity Supply Code and Other Conditions

of Supply) Regulations, 2005 Clause No.14.4 regarding checking of the meter is

different from above Clause No.4.4.0 of the code of commercial instructions.

Also as per Clause No.19.2 of MERC (Electricity Supply code and Other

Conditions of supply) Regulations, 2005"Any existing circulars, orders and any

other document or communication relating to the supply of electricity to

consumers not modified or updated in accordance with the Regulation shall

be deemed to be invalid at the end of four months from the date of
notification of these regulations." Therefore the Clause No. 4.4.0 cannot be

considered as valid for initiating actions against Sub Divisional Officers.
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
