1) Smt. Hirabai Rajaram Shinde (Petitioner for short) has made grievance to this forum contending that she had made applications to the Distribution Licensee Maharashtra State Electricity Distribution Co. Ltd. (Respondent for short) for getting connection for the supply of electricity to her flat No. 10 on first floor in S.No. 15/E-2 C.S. No. 1237 situated at Erandavane Pune (Premises for short) on 29/07/09 and 04/12/10 however, she did not get the electricity connection to her premises. The petitioner approached the Internal Grievance Redressal Cell (IGRC) but IGRC did not give any decision on her application within two months. She has therefore approached this forum for the relief of getting connection for the supply of electricity to her premises in her name. The petitioner subsequently produced the decision given by the IGRC dt. 17/06/2011 by which the IGRC directed the respondent to release connection for the supply of electricity to the petitioner’s premises. 

2) The respondent filed its written statement contending that there was a dispute as regards title and actual possession in respect of the premises between petitioner and Shri. Doiphode which was in the nature of civil dispute and therefore the respondent had no right to give electricity connection unless the dispute over title and possession of the suit property was resolved by the court of competent jurisdiction.
3) On the date of hearing the petitioner’s representative Shri.Shantaram Shinde appeared and submitted that the dispute as regards possession and title to the premises has been resolved. In support of his case he produced a zerox copy of final decree application No 419/2009 arising out of special civil suit No.419/2001 with order below it dt. 28/04/2011 passed by 6th Jt.Civil Judge S.D. Pune and also the letter dt. 21/06/2011 by the secretary to Satyawadi Sahakari Gruh Rachana Sanstha Maryadit. 

4) On behalf of the opponent Shri.Joshi, Dy.Ex.Engineer appeared and submitted that there was a dispute as regards actual possession and title of the premises and therefore electricity connection could not be released in favour of the petitioner. If the petitioner submits application along with required documents then his application will be processed and connection could be released.

5) On contentions raised by the petitioner following point arises for consideration.


Is petitioner entitled to have connection for the supply of electricity to her premises?  

           The above point is answered as per final order for the reasons given below.





REASONS

Point No. 1 :- On going through the earlier correspondence made by the petitioner with the respondent it is clear that there was a dispute as regards the premises to which the petitioner was asking electricity connection however, the said dispute has been cleared by the order dt. 28/04/2011 passed by 6th Jt.Civil Judge S.D. Pune. By the said order it is directed that the petitioner be put in possession of the premises. The petitioner has also produced a letter dt. 21/06/2011 signed by the secretary to Satyawadi Sahakari Gruh Rachana Sanstha Maryadit in which it is mentioned that petitioner is in possession of the premises. In view of the above two documents as petitioner’s title and possession of the suit property is proved she can make an application for getting connection.  




ORDER
1) The respondent is directed to release the connection for the supply of electricity to the petitioner’s premises on petitioner giving completed application along with all required documents and fulfilling the conditions after processing the said application as prescribed in Reg. 5 of Maharashtra Electricity Regulatory Commission (Electricity Supply code and other conditions of supply) Regulations-2005 within one month from the date of completed application.

2) In case the obstruction is raised by any one for releasing connection to the petitioner’s premises the petitioner to get it removed by seeking order from the court of competent Jurisdiction.
3) The respondent is directed to submit the compliance of this order on or before 01/08/2011.
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
